Greens and scratch may be given at a later age, however, if birdg have access to these feed sources we
recommend @ vitamin supplement in the water to prevent a nutritional deficiency. As well, if you plan to allow your pullets access to the outdoors, consider putting a “wormer”
medication in the water (1 or 2 application days — available from your feed supplier).
